Dear Program Director,

The following describes some of the activities and responsibilities of our medical students and residents while they rotate with us.

Medical Student and Resident Scope of Practice
1. For all medical students and residents, all patients seen in the clinic must be staffed with an attending physician.
2. All notes need to be co-signed. 
3. Students who do home visits, visit patients with chaplains or participate in health educational activities will be under the guidance of the case manager, chaplain or health educator. They should not perform routine medical evaluations in these settings, except as supervised by a physician. 
4. A student or resident may not independently give medication or treatment orders while in the clinic. This always must be done in conjunction with the attending physician. 
5. All prescriptions written by students or residents for LCHC patients must be co-signed by a LCHC attending physician. 
6. Students and residents can not independently perform procedures on patients. The attending physician must be present in the room while any procedure is being performed.

Each student/resident will see patients with acute illnesses and for general physical exams.  Students/residents are expected to develop differential diagnoses and form treatment plans.  All patients will be seen and discussed with an attending physician.  Approximately 40 hours per week will be spent in patient care. While students and residents may choose a more focused elective depending on their specialty, most opt for a broad-based multi-specialty experience, spending time in various clinics such as TB, HIV, lead, and asthma.  They will also make home visits and spend time with our case managers.  This can be a valuable learning experience for understanding how socio-economic factors and cultural beliefs affect health.  Lawndale Christian Health Center requires that students and residents have an interest in working among the poor.  

There are 30 physicians at Lawndale - eleven family physicians, seven pediatricians, seven internists (one cardiologist, one pulmonologist), two med/peds physician, 2 obstetricians/gynecologists and a general surgeon.  As well, orthopedists, otolaryngologists, and radiologists who volunteer at the health center.  There are also eleven nurse practicioners, one physician’s aid, two dentists, three optometrists on staff and three pharmacists.

Lawndale Christian Health Center is one of several ministries of Lawndale Community Church.  The focus of the entire center is to address the spiritual, social, physical, and emotional components of health and well-being.  Sixty percent of our patients are African American and forty percent are Hispanic.  Over half of the patients have Medicaid coverage and one-third have no coverage at all.  LCHC is a federally qualified health center (FQHC).  It was established in 1984 with a vision to provide quality, affordable healthcare to the ethnically diverse North and South Lawndale communities of Chicago.  LCHC provided comprehensive services at a single site for over 77,000 patients in 1998.  We manage approximately 700 obstetric deliveries per year.  The health center is the site of the West Side Tuberculosis Clinic, which is the largest TB clinic in the city. LCHC is not affiliated with any medical school or residency program. In order for a medical student/resident to start a rotation with us we will need a letter from the medical school or residency program director stating that the medical student/resident is in good academic standing, the rotation has been approved by the medical school or residency program, the student/resident’s malpractice insurance is covered by the medical school or residency program.  We also require a letter verifying the student/resident’s Hepatitis B status and that a negative PPD skin test has been performed within the last year.
